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Registration Process  
 
IMPORTANT DEFINITIONS 
 

REGISTRATION - The signing by a player of intent to play the sport of soccer and 
the paying of a fee to become a member of this Association. 
 
TEAM - A recognized entity organized for the purpose of playing the sport of soccer. 
 
ROSTERING - Assignment of a registered player to a team. 
 
ELIGIBILITY TO PLAY -  Registered and not currently under suspension. 
   
SUSPENSION - The temporary withdrawal of rights and privileges such as, but not 
limited to the right to play, coach, or otherwise administer or participate (directly or 
indirectly) in the game of affiliated soccer. Any person or group (team, club, league, 
State Board, etc.) that has been suspended shall be in less than good standing for 
the entire term of the suspension with all rights and privileges withdrawn unless 
specifically stated otherwise by the suspending authority. 
 
ADD - The addition of a player to a team’s roster. 
  
TRANSFER - The movement of a currently or previously rostered player onto 
another roster or of a player who returns to the same roster within the current 
seasonal year.   
   
SEASONAL YEAR - means the twelve month period between September 1st and 
August 31st. 
 
BIRTH YEAR -  The period from August 1st of the beginning year through July 31st 
of the ending year.  For example, a player who is 10 on August 1st is an Under 11 for 
the entire seasonal year even when his calendar age changes to 11 due to a 
birthday. Birth years are as defined by the United States Youth Soccer. 
 
VOLUNTARY RELEASE -  The withdrawal of a player from a roster during the 
current seasonal year at the request of the player r player’s parents.  
   
INVOLUNTARY RELEASE (DROP) - The removal of a player from a roster during 
the current seasonal year without a request from the player or player’s parents. 
 
UNASSIGNED PLAYER  - A player who is eligible to play, but not currently assigned 
to any team.  Unassigned players can be added to a team in the event that they are 
not playing on another team within WSYSA.   
 
REJECTED PLAYER  - A player who has registered for the seasonal year; but does 
not participate with any team.   
 
PLAYER REGISTRATION FEES - The WSYSA portion of the required player 
registration fee covers the cost of national membership, state operating expenses 
and a secondary insurance policy.  This is the reason all players must be registered 
before being allowed to participate in any WSYSA activities.  WSYSA will invoice the 
Association for all confirmed registrations. 
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CONFIRMED - A confirmed player is one that exists in a state reporting event in 
SAM with a status of confirmed.   Confirmed status indicates the fees have been 
collected and is eligible to be rostered on a team for the current season. 
 
IMPROPER REGISTRATION - Any team playing a player who is over age, or who is 
not registered or who is improperly entered on the team’s roster shall forfeit the 
game(s) in which that player takes part.  
 
MEDICAL RELEASE FORM - This notarized document provides basic medical 
information regarding the player, preferred physicians, hospitals and primary medical 
insurance.   
 
SAM - Sports and Activities Manager (SAM) is currently the primary electronic 
registration system for WSYSA Members.  For more information on this system 
please see the section titled Registration Database. 
 
BONZI - Short for Bonzi Development, the developers of SAM, State Tools, Season 
Scheduler, and Referee Soccer Central. They provide help, training, and ongoing 
support for the WSYSA’s electronic registration and management systems. 

 

LEVELS OF COMPETITION  
 

COMPETITIVE – Competitive soccer programs are intended to provide the 
opportunity for all interested children within the area served by the Member 
Organization to compete at the highest level. Washington State Youth League 
(WSYL) is the competitive league administered by Washington State Youth 
Soccer Association, with a minimum of 11 players and maximum of 18 players 
per team.  Teams are U-13 through U-19.    

 
DEVELOPMENTAL– Development soccer programs are intended to provide players 

with advanced skills and an expressed desire to experience a level of 
competition beyond that afforded by a recreational program and teams are 
formed via a selection process. The Commissioners’ Youth League (CYL) and 
Player Development League (PDL) are developmental programs. 

 
RECREATIONAL – Recreational soccer programs are intended to provide the 

opportunity for all interested children within the area served by the Member 
Organization to participate in and enjoy the game of soccer without regard for 
athletic ability or soccer skills, up to the limits of the Member Organization to 
accommodate them. Teams are formed in a random manner. 

 
SMALL-SIDED  – Small-sided soccer program  are intended to provide the 

opportunity for all interested children within the service area served by the 
Member Organization to participate in a modified version of the adult game for 
age appropriate play.  For players U-6 to U-11. 
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PLAYERS 
 

1. PLAYER REGISTRATION AND ROSTERING 
 
 PLAYER REGISTRATION 
 Registration is defined as a player’s written or electronic declaration of their intent 
 to play soccer within WSYSA according to its rules and regulations, providing 
 proof of age and paying required fees.  All players must register for participation 
 in programs and competitions under the jurisdiction of the WSYSA and its 
 Member Associations.  
 
 A player is registered once the appropriate Association Registrar has received 
 from the player and their parents/guardians: 

·  A signed form that states his/her intent to play the sport of soccer;   
 and proof of full legal name and proof of age of player; and 
·  An Indemnity and/or Medical Release form signed by parent or   
 guardian; and 
·  Payment of required fees 
·  In the SAM system a player is considered registered once their 

registration has been confirmed.  After all documents and fees are 
accepted the Association Registrar must ensure that the player is 
registered to an event with SAM, which currently has state reporting 
turned on for the current season, and that the players registration record 
is marked as confirmed. 

PLAYER ROSTERING 
Rostering is the act of assigning a registered player to a team.  A player may be 
rostered in only one Member Association and to one team any given time.  In the 
event that an IMPROPERLY Registered player is found to be participating in 
Games, the team in which the player participated in will forfeit all matches in 
which that player took part.  
 
The following rules must be observed when rostering a player to a team: 

·  A player must be rostered on only one Member Association and to one 
team at any given time. 

·  A player must be rostered to a team in which they are age appropriate, 
·  A player must be eligible to play. 
 

PLAYERS’ NAMES ON REGISTRATION MATERIAL  
 All registration documents for players’ names should match the legal name as 
 listed on the proof of birth documents.  The first and middle name and or the last 
 name of legal name as listed on the proof of birth documents may be separated 
 by a hyphen.  Multiple or hyphenated names as listed on the proof of birth 
 documents may carry both or either one of the names listed.  The player’s middle 
 initial is not required on all registration documents. 

 
PROOF OF AGE  

 Each player’s proof of age shall be provided at initial registration with an affiliated 
 organization of the WSYSA.  Any player may be called upon to provide said proof 
 of age to a Member Association registrar or the WSYSA Registrar upon request, 
 or the  WSYSA Registrar upon request.  Proof of age shall consist of:  

Birth Certificate 
·  Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 1173) 

issued by the uniformed services of the United States.  
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·  Birth Registration issued by an appropriate government agency or board 
of health records. 

·  Passport 
·  Alien Registration Card issued by the United State Government 
·  A certificate issued by the Immigration and Naturalization Service 

attesting to age. 
·  Valid driver’s license  
·  Unexpired federal, state, or local government identification card (if 

documentation of date of birth is required); 
·   Certification of a United States citizen born abroad issued by the 

appropriate government agency.   
Hospital, baptismal or religious certificates will not be accepted.  

 
PLAYER’S DATE OF BIRTH  

 The player’s date of birth should be recorded in the following format:  
 mm/dd/yyyy; for example, April 1, 1993 would be recorded as 04/01/1993. 

 
PROOF OF AGE FOR FOREIGN BORN PLAYERS 
Any foreign birth documents that are being used to show proof of age that are 
written in a foreign language must be accompanied by a Foreign Document 
Translation Form.  Foreign documents that are also written in English do not 
need to be translated.  
 
INTERNATIONAL RELEASE 
Any player who comes to the United States on or after the player’s 12th birthday 
MUST request and receive an international clearance from the United States 
Soccer Federation if they wish to play soccer.  This applies to US citizens and 
non-citizens.  If a player has lived in another country and enters the United 
States before turning age 12, an International Clearance is not required.  The 
International Clearance Waiver is in effect as long as the player lives in the 
United States. 
 
MEDICAL RELEASE FORM  
As one of the requirements of player registration, the Association Registrar must 
receive from the player an Indemnity and/or Medical Release form signed by the 
player’s parent(s) or guardian(s).  This notarized document provides basic 
medical information regarding the player, preferred physicians, hospitals and 
primary medical insurance.  This document is usually held by the Team Manager, 
and would be used to allow immediate medical care in the event of an accident 
or injury when the parent /guardian is not available.   
 
RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS 
A player’s residency is defined as the place were the player resides the majority 
of the time and that is maintained by the player’s legal guardian.  All players must 
register in the state in which they reside. 
 

2. PLAYER MOVEMENT: 
 

 ADD   
 An “add” is the addition of a registered player who has not been rostered to a 
 team in WSYSA for the current seasonal year.  Adds may occur any time during 
 the year when not specifically excluded by league or tournament restrictions. The 
 player is eligible to compete when the player has been registered and confirmed 
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 in the Bonzi System.  Teams may have an unlimited of adds during the seasonal 
 year.  

 
 TRANSFER 

 The movement of a currently or previously rostered player from one team onto 
 another team is considered a transfer. When a player returns to the same roster 
 within the current seasonal year is also considered a transfer.  All transfers are 
 completed using SAM; they are considered completed when all appropriate 
 Association Registrar have approved the transfer in SAM.  A player must 
 currently be rostered to a team in order to initiate a transfer.  An unassigned 
 player will need to be added back to the team prior to transfer.   

 
 A team is limited to a total of three (3) players received by transfer per 
 seasonal year.  Transfers are not necessary during the Open Period. 

 
 RELEASE  
 A release is the withdrawal of a player from a roster during the current 
 seasonal year.  The player must have no intent to continue participating for any 
 team within WSYSA during the remainder of the season.  In the event the player 
 will return to play during the seasonal year; do not release them, simply 
 unassign them  

 
A release may be voluntary—at the request of the player or player’s parent(s) or 
administrative (involuntary) resulting from the lost of eligibility after an 
administrative hearing.  Any player released from team will be considered 
unregistered for WSYSA purposes.  
 
OPEN SEASON 
The period following the end of the regular playing season prior to the start 
of the new seasonal year in September is considered the Open Season.  
During the Open Season (Period), Registered (non-released) players may 
try out for new or existing teams, play with their new teams or play in any 
tournament permitting such players.  If the player is restored to a team 
participating in the US Youth Soccer Washington State Championship, 
Challenge Cup, Fred Meyer Commissioners Cup or the Presidents Cup, 
Open Season will begin as soon as the team is eliminated from further 
competition in these tournaments.  Transfers are not necessary during 
the open season.  
 
UNASSIGNED PLAYER  
An unassigned player is a player who has sustained a serious injury or who does 
not wish to remain on a team roster during league play.  This allows a team to 
replace an inactive player on their roster.  It also allows the inactive player to 
return to play during the seasonal year when they are ready by transferring them 
to an active team.  During League Play, players who are unassigned may not 
play in games or tournaments until they have been transferred to an active team.  
Unassigned players who are transferred to an active team are counted as 
transfers.  
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An Association Registrar may un-assign a player if the player has moved from 
the area and a parent’s signature is no longer available.   During Open Period 
ONLY, unassigned players may participate in tournaments.   The association will 
be invoiced for all unassigned players.   
 
REJECTED PLAYER   
A rejected player is someone who has registered for the seasonal year; but does 
not participate with any team.  SAM does not charge you for a rejected player.   
 

FEES 
 

PLAYER REGISTRATION FEES— The WSYSA portion of the required player 
registration fee covers the cost of national membership, state operating expenses 
and a secondary insurance policy.  This is the reason all players must be registered 
before being allowed to participate in any WSYSA activities.  The fee must be paid 
for the current seasonal year.   Link to chart of fee application  
 
REGISTRATION FEE DEADLINES— All registration fees are payable in full at the 
time that team registration is received at WSYSA.   All WSYL and Developmental 
teams’ registration and fees are due by August 1;  All District registration and fees 
are due on September 1;  All other Fall registration data and fees are due by 
September 30.  Unpaid fees become delinquent after October 15th.  Any delinquent 
Member Association will lose its right to vote or participate in the business of 
WSYSA, and will be assessed a fee of 1% per month of the outstanding balance until 
all registration data and full payment are received.   

 
COACH 

 
Any adult volunteer wishing to participate in Washington State Youth Soccer must 
agree to abide by the WSYSA bylaws when they accept the privilege of participation 
in WSYSA.  An adult volunteer is defined as any person who intends to be a team 
official, including those who are appointed or selected in any manner to participate at 
any level within WSYSA or its affiliates.  This also includes all volunteers who will be 
elected or appointed to a position of responsibility for financial assets collected or 
disbursed under the auspices of WSYSA. 

 
To register adult personnel who wish to participate in team management, the 
Association Registrar should request: 
·  Written proof of legal name and date of birth (driver’s license or government ID). 
·  Verification of approved Risk Management Acceptance. 
 
WSYSA does not have an age requirements for coaching, however, we recommend 
that a coach under twenty one years of age have another adult assigned to the team.  
 
There are no rules pertaining to the number of teams a person may coach.  Adults 
can be added to and released from their teams, up to the seasonal deadlines 
outlined above.  
 
Any adult volunteer wishing to participate in Washington State Youth Soccer must 
have a valid Risk Management Acceptance (RMA) on file prior to participation. After 
obtaining a valid RMA, adult volunteers agree to abide by the WSYSA bylaws when 
they accept the privilege of participation in WSYSA.

TEAM 
 

Team Registration for League Play— A team is a recognized entity organized for 
participating in youth soccer programs and competitions within WSYSA.   A 
registered team may not change its rostered age group during the seasonal year by 
removing players.  Team roster information must be kept current in an acceptable 
format as designated by WSYSA.  A minimum of eleven (11) players is required to 
roster a team for Association, District, or Washington State Premier League play.  
Only a small-sided team may have fewer than eleven (11) players.  Each team shall 
have a maximum of eighteen (18) registered players, unless a variance for good 
cause has been granted by the Association Registrar, the District Commissioner, and 
the WSYSA Registrar. 
 
TEAM NUMBER— The team id number is a nine digit number.  The first number is 
the District numbers which are from 1-7; the next two are the association; use a zero 
if appropriate; the next three are the club with the final three the team.  You may also 
use a zero if appropriate.  For example, 302112008 would be the team number for 
the District 3, Federal Way Soccer Association, Federal Way United (club), Federal 
way stars (team). 
 
TEAM GENDER— A team consisting of all female players is considered a girls team.  
All other teams are considered boys teams.  Even a team that has only one boy on 
its roster is considered a boys team. 

 
Boys teams are not allowed to compete against girls teams in league, tournament or 
exhibition matches.  However, this rule does not prohibit practice matches between 
boys and girls teams. 

 
TEAM AGE—  Determined by the age of the oldest player on the roster.  A team 
cannot change its age group during the seasonal year by dropping or removing 
players from the roster.  The players’ appropriate age group depends upon the 
player’s age on August 1 of the seasonal year.

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TEAM NAME— The Association or Club for which a team is playing may determine 
Team Names.  If the Association or Club does not name the Team, the Team may 
select their own name.  Names are not limited, except by good taste. 
 
TEAM PERSONAL— Each team must  have a minimum of one adult registered as 
the coach of record.  Any person who, at any time , could be expected to be 
entrusted with the supervision, guidance and care of WSYSA members and players 
must  have a valid Risk Management Acceptance on file. 
  
A team may place a maximum of four adults on its roster.  An adult must be 
designated in one of these four categories: 

Coach  – Head coach of record (1 per team) 
Assistant  – Assistant coach (no limit) 
Manager  – Team manager (no limit) 
Trainer  – Team trainer (no limit) 

 
LEAGUE CODE (EVENT CODE)—League codes are determined by the level of 
competition of the league that the team will be participating in.  In the SAM system, 
event codes  are the same as a league codes .

MAXIMUM ROSTER SIZE—No U-12 or above team shall be allowed more than 
eighteen (18) players on its roster at any given time during the seasonal year.

MINIMUM ROSTER—No team playing full sided shall be allowed less than eleven 
(11) players on its roster at any given time during the seasonal year.    
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IMPROPER REGISTRATION—Any team playing a player who is over age, or who is 
not registered or who is improperly entered on the team’s roster shall forfeit the 
game(s) in which that player takes part.  

 
FEES 
 

PLAYER REGISTRATION FEES— The WSYSA portion of the required player 
registration fee covers the cost of national membership, state operating expenses 
and a secondary insurance policy.  This is the reason all players must be registered 
before being allowed to participate in any WSYSA activities.  The fee must be paid 
for the current seasonal year.  
 
REGISTRATION FEE DEADLINES— All registration fees are payable in full at the 
time that team registration is received at WSYSA. The WSYSA office will invoice 
your association for player fees.  Unpaid fees become delinquent after October 15th.  
Any delinquent Member Association will lose its right to vote or participate in the 
business of WSYSA, and will be assessed a fee of 1% per month of the outstanding 
balance until all registration data and full payment are received.   
 
All Washington State Youth League and all developmental team’s registration is to 
be completed in SAM or submit to the WSYSA office for Non SAM clubs by August 
1.  All District registration is to be completed in SAM as of September 1; all other Fall 
registration data is due by September 30.   

 
TEAM AND PLAYER RELEASES 
 

GUEST PLAYER PARTICIPATION 
A player may participate as a guest player on another team for non-league or non-
tournament play with the permission of the player’s coach.  A player is considered a 
guest player if they are currently registered to a team still actively competing in 
league or state tournament play.  All other players are considered in OPEN 
SEASON.  Open Season players do not need  Guest Player forms to participate in 
summer tournaments.   
 
 
PERMISSION TO PLAY IN NEIGHBORING STATE 
The Permission to Play in a Neighboring State form is a Region IV document that is 
used by players and teams who wish to play soccer, other than in a tournament, in 
another state within Region IV.  This form would be used in the following 
circumstances: 

 
·  A team wishes to participate in league play or in friendly play in another state 

– permission is granted for the seasonal year. 
·  A player wishes to play on a team that participates in league play in another 

state – permission is granted for the seasonal year, including Tournament 
participation. 

·  A player wishes to try out and participate in another state’s Olympic 
Development Program (ODP), but the player may only try out in one state 
(per US YOUTH SOCCER Rule 203, Olympic Development). 

·  A player wishes to play as a guest in a tournament for a team that is 
registered in another state – permission is granted for the tournament only 
(per US YOUTH SOCCER Rule 201, Player Registration section 2(a)).

For teams that wish to participate in league play or in friendly play in another state, 
the bottom half of the Permission to Play in a Neighboring State form must be 
completed, including the signature of the Association Registrar and a roster that 
contains the names of players and coaches. 
 
For players that wish to participate in league play, in ODP try outs or as a guest 
player in another state, the entire Permission to Play in a Neighboring State form 
must be completed, including the signature of the Association Registrar and a team 
roster of the receiving team. 
 
In all cases, the completed form is submitted to WSYSA for approval.  Once 
approved, the form is sent to the neighboring state where the team will be playing for 
their approval.  To be approved, BOTH State Association Presidents must approve 
the document.  In all circumstances, the approved Permission to Play in a 
Neighboring State form must be on file in the WSYSA office before the team or 
player is cleared to participate.   Players and teams are not eligible to participate until 
the release is approved by both states.   

 
PERMISSION TO PLAY OUTSIDE OF REGION IV 
A player who wishes to play for a team registered in a state outside of Region IV 
must obtain written permission from WSYSA.  To request permission, submit a 
written request to WSYSA that includes: 

·  Player’s full legal name 
·  Player’s date of birth 
·  Player’s Mailing Address and Phone number 
·  Team ID of player’s Washington State team 
·  State and team to which player wishes to be released 
·  Player’s signature 
·  Dates of release (if known) 

 
Once WSYSA verifies that the player is a member in good standing, WSYSA will 
issue a letter to the player approving the release to the state outside Region IV.   The 
player is not eligible to participate until the release is approved by both states. Link to 
form 

 
DOMESTIC TRAVEL 
Any team that wishes to play in a soccer tournament outside the state of Washington 
must have an approved Application to Travel Packet prior to traveling.  To avoid late 
fees, ensure that the Domestic Travel Packet is received by WSYSA a minimum of 30 
days in advance of the travel date.  Packets submitted that are incomplete and/or 
without all applicable fees will not be processed and will be returned to the team 
representative.   
 
All teams playing in tournaments outside of Washington State but within the United 
States must carry the following documents at all times: 

·  Approved Application to Travel within the United States 
·  Approved Official Travel Roster 
·  Player Membership Passes (League Play Cards) 
·  Approved and Notarized Medical Release Forms signed by a  

Parent/legal guardian 
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Copies of the Application to Travel within the United States and the Official Travel 
Roster are included in the Domestic Travel Packet, which is available for download 
from the WSYSA website.  Use Coach and Player Membership Passes from League 
play; State Tournament Passes are only valid for the State Tournament.  Approved 
and Notarized Medical Release Forms should be on-file with the Club or Association 
Registrar, and should NOT be sent to WSYSA as part of the Domestic Travel Packet.   
 
FOREIGN TRAVEL 
Any team that wishes to play in a soccer tournament outside the United States must 
have an approved Application to Travel Packet prior to traveling.  To avoid late fees, 
ensure that the International Travel Packet is received by WSYSA a minimum of 90 
days in advance of the travel date.  Packets submitted that are incomplete and/or 
without all applicable fees will not be processed and will be returned to the team 
representative.   

 
All teams playing in tournaments outside the United States must carry with them at 
all times the following documents: 

·  Approved US Soccer Federation Application for Foreign Travel 
·  One copy of the approved Official Travel Roster  
·  Signed compliance of the Ted Stevens Olympic and Amateur Sports Act 
·  Approved and Notarized Medical Release Forms signed by a parent/legal 

guardian 
 
Copies of the USSF Application for Foreign Travel, US Youth Soccer Application for 
Foreign Travel, an Official Travel Roster and the Ted Stevens Olympic and Amateur 
Sports Act are included in the International Travel Application Packet, which is 
available for download from the WSYSA website. Coach and Player Membership 
Passes should not be required, unless specifically requested by the tournament.  Most 
foreign tournaments request passports or birth certificates to verify player’s birth dates.  
Approved and Notarized Medical Release Forms should be on-file with the Club or 
Association Registrar, and should NOT be sent to WSYSA as part of the International 
Travel Packet.  
 
YOUTH PLAYER PARTICIPATING ON AN ADULT AMATEUR TEAM  
Youth players are allowed to play an unlimited number of adult games without losing 
their youth eligibility.  A youth player who is required to sign an adult form shall retain 
their youth eligibility. 
 
The youth player must notify his or her youth coach or other authorized team official 
of their intent to play adult games. In the event of a conflict between an adult game 
and a youth game, the youth game shall take precedence. It is the responsibility of 
the individual player to secure permission before playing with an adult team or in an 
adult league.  A player who wishes to play for a team registered in an adult amateur 
league must obtain written permission from WSYSA.   
 
To request permission to play on an adult amateur team, the following documents 
must be submitted to WSYSA: 

·  A written request that includes: 
o Player’s full legal name 
o Player’s date of birth 
o Player’s mailing address and phone number  
o Team ID of player’s youth league team 
o Player’s signature 
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·  A signed release from the player’s youth league coach that grants 
permission to participate. 

·  A signed release from the player’s parent(s) or guardian(s) that grants 
permission to participate. 

 
Once WSYSA verifies that the player is a member in good standing, WSYSA will 
issue a letter to the player approving their release to the adult amateur league. 
 
YOUTH PLAYER PARTICIPATING ON AN ADULT PROFESSIONAL  TEAM 
A player is defined as a professional if the player signs a professional form or 
receives payment for playing beyond reimbursement for actual expenses.  Any 
player who is considered a professional shall lose all privileges of youth amateur 
status until reinstated as an amateur player according to Federation policies. 
 
INTERNATIONAL RELEASE  
Any player who comes to the United States on or after the player’s 12th birthday 
must  request and receive International Clearance from the United States Soccer 
Federation, if they wish to play soccer.  This applies to US citizens and non-citizens.  
If a player has lived in another country and enters the United States before turning 
age 12, an International Clearance is not required.  The International Clearance 
Waiver is in effect as long as the player lives in the United States.   

 

PROGRAMS 
 

TOPSoccer 
The Outreach Program for Soccer, TOPSoccer (TOPS) is a program initiative of US 
Youth Soccer adopted by the WSYSA Board of Directors. It is the official WSYSA 
program for young athletes with disabilities. 
 
TOPSoccer is designed to serve youth soccer players in the same local clubs and 
associations as their non-disabled peers. By providing a community based training 
and development program for young people with disabilities, organized by local 
Member Associations and youth soccer clubs, a broader spectrum of players will 
have the opportunity to learn and play soccer and become valued and successful 
members of the WSYSA family.    
 
SOCCER STARTS 
Soccer Starts is designed to introduce the sport of soccer to youngsters living in 
communities not yet served by existing clubs.  Its focus is to make soccer available 
to lower-income children in under served communities.  By providing soccer training 
and administrative support the goals of soccer start are to: 

1. Increase participant’s self-esteem through participation in organized and 
supportive programs of team activities. 

2. To build positive social and life skills.  
3. To provide important exercise and increase awareness of one’s own health 

through sports. 
4. To provide the player’s with positive, cooperative and enjoyable after school 

and spare time activities. 
 

Soccer Starts is open to all players who meet the US Youth Soccer age 
requirements.  
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OLYMPIC DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM (ODP)  
Olympic Development is designed to identify a pool of players of the highest caliber 
in each age group from which a National Team will be selected for international 
competition; to provide high-level training to benefit and enhance the development of 
players at all levels; and, through the use of carefully selected and licensed coaches, 
develop a mechanism for the exchange of ideas and curriculum to improve all levels 
of coaching.  

 
RISK MANAGEMENT 
WSYSA Risk Management is the process of identifying potential risks to and within 
our organization, by creating and managing programs and procedures to protect our 
players, volunteers and associations.  All coaches, assistant coaches, trainers and 
team managers must be cleared through WSYSA Risk Management prior to 
commencing their duties with the team.   
 
Any adult volunteer wishing to participate in Washington State Youth Soccer must 
agree to abide by the WSYSA bylaws when they accept the privilege of participation 
in WSYSA.  An adult volunteer is defined as any person who intends to be a team 
official, including those who are appointed or selected in any manner to participate at 
any level within WSYSA or its affiliates.  This also includes all volunteers who will be 
elected or appointed to a position of responsibility for financial assets collected or 
disbursed under the auspices of WSYSA. 
 
DISTRICT 
These programs are administered at the District Level.  Please contact your District 
Commissioner.   
 
PLAYER DEVELOPMENT LEAGUE 
The Player Development League was established by the WSYSA District 
Commissioners to provide an opportunity for “like vs. like” teams to compete in a 
more competitive league while allowing an opportunity to develop players.  The PDL 
is open to girl and boys U-11 to U-14 

 
COMMISSIONERS’ YOUTH LEAGUE  
The Inter-District Commissioners’ Youth League (CYL) was established by the 
WSYSA District Commissioners to provide an environment under which the 
development of youth soccer players is maximized.  The CYL is open to players age 
U-14 through U-16.  For additional information contact your District Commissioner. 

 

INSURANCE COVERAGE 
 

One registration requirement is payment of player registration fees.  The WSYSA 
portion of the registration fee covers the cost of national membership, state operating 
expenses and a secondary insurance policy.  This is the reason that all players must 
be registered before being allowed to participate in any WSYSA activity.   
 
The WSYSA Insurance Program is valid for only sanctioned youth soccer activities.  
All injuries to be claimed against the insurance program must be completely reported 
on the proper insurance claim form, available from WSYSA office staff (Membership 
Specialist).  Any pre-existing physical, mental, sensory or emotional condition for 
which medical or therapeutic treatment or services were first recommended or 
rendered prior to an injury for which a claim is made under the WSYSA insurance 
policy, may be subject to exclusion from coverage under the policy unless a 
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physician’s written permission to participate is furnished prior to the covered activity. 
Medical accident claim forms are available at the wsysa.com website.  

 

REGISTRAR DUTIES 
 

ASSOCIATION REGISTRAR 
The Registration processed at the Association level must be processed in a fair 
and consistent manner across the entirety of WSYSA.  While there are 
necessary variances in some of the processes involved, it is agreed that a 
certain “minimum” standard should be set in the handling of paperwork.  This 
affords our member even treatment no matter where they reside. 
 
The following outline describes the various areas in which all Association Registrars 
have certain duties and responsibilities: 

1. The Association Registrar shall be responsible for the oversight of registration 
of all players and adults in SAM, by the club registrars in a timely manner. 

2. Understand the eligibility dates for all players, registration deadlines, age 
limits and division of play. 

3. Establish registration deadlines  
4. Review and approve travel papers. 
5. Review and approve WSYL applications. 
6. Review and approve WSYSA state tournament applications. 
7. Print member passes (player cards). 
8. Pass registration information to club members.  

 
CLUB REGISTRAR 
The Registration processed at the Club level must be processed in a fair and 
consistent manner across the entirety of WSYSA.  While there are necessary 
variances in some of the processes involved, it is agreed that a certain “minimum” 
standard should be set in the handling of paperwork.  This affords our member even 
treatment no matter where they reside. 
 
The following outline describes the various areas in which all Club Registrars have 
certain duties and responsibilities: 

1. The Club Registrar shall be responsible for the registration of all players and 
adults in SAM within a timely manner. 

2. Understand the eligibility dates for all players, registration deadlines,  age 
limits and division of play. 

3. Establish registration deadlines. 
4. Pass accurate registration information to club members in a timely fashion.  

 

BONZI 
 

ONLINE TRAINING 
Each new registrar should consider attending one of Bonzi's formal Online training 
courses.  This training is essential for proper administration of your SAM system, and 
to ensure that you setup your events in a way that properly reports to the state. At 
the time of publication, Bonzi offers weekly trainings during the busy season, and 
participants will need to sign-up in advance.  Registrars may signup using this link: 
http://training.yoursam.com/frameset.php.  Schedules subject to change at Bonzi's 
discretion and if you have any questions you can contact the WSYSA office.  
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CONTACTING SUPPORT 
Support for technical inquiries can be reached through emailing 
support@yoursam.com or call toll free at 1 (866) 726-4131. Support is currently 
available during normal business hours and in some cases is extended during busy 
deadlines. 
  
ONLINE HELP GUIDE 
Bonzi has a comprehensive online Help Guide which is accessible from within your 
Bonzi Software.  To access online Help Guide, first login, then from any menu choose 
Help, then select online help guide.  
  
STATE TOOLS & REGISTRARS ACCESS 
WSYSA designated registrars, who's clubs are SAM users, have access to a module 
called state tools.  This program is similar to the SAM program but with a different 
style of management.  Its purpose is to allow larger organizations such as the state, 
district, and associations to view and report on their data in a quick and efficient 
manner.  If you need access to this module you must contact WSYSA for approval. 
This system currently allows you to do the following: 

·  Review player or team history 
·  Review rosters using a Point in Time feature 
·  Print Player Passes 
·  Download Watch (RMA) Lists 
·  Manage Event Module tournament applications (for state League) 
·  Approve and Review Travel Papers 
·  Run reports; players on multiple teams, over age player report, coach 

rules report, unassigned & released reports 
·  Export Data for players coaches and teams 
·  View data by hierarchical grouping (State, District, & Association) 
·  Reconcile WSYSA Invoices 

Future enhancements are as follows: 
·  Coaching License Database with new coaching clinic form type.  This will report 

participants to WSYSA and their status will be recorded in the coaching license 
database. 

·  Disciplinary Reporting Module will distribute disciplinary data to the players, 
teams, coaches, clubs, Associations, districts, and State.  

 
NOT A SAM USER 
If your organization already uses SAM and you simply need access, you can find 
someone in your club or association that has access to add/edit users.  This person 
can create a new username for you with the appropriate permissions.  If your 
organization is not part of the Bonzi program please contact your association to see 
about getting started.  If you are ready to sign up you can get in touch with Amy 
Pate, amy_pate@bonzidev.com, to request a sign up packet or contact WSYSA for 
more information. 

 

QUESTIONS 
 

WHAT CONSTITUTES REGISTRATION? 
All Clubs, Associations and Districts must ensure that every youth soccer team, 
player and coach that participates in any program that is coached, sponsored or 
administered by their organization is registered with WSYSA.   
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A player is registered once the Registrar has received from the player and/or his 
parents/guardians: 
·  A signed form that states his/her intent to play the sport of soccer 
·  Proof of full legal name and proof of age of player 
·  An Indemnity and/or Medical Release form signed by parent or guardian 
·  Payment of required fees 
 
WHY REGISTER? 
When they register, all players and adult personnel under the jurisdiction of WSYSA 
(including Member Associations and Districts) become insured through WSYSA; 
players must be registered before being allowed to participate in any WSYSA 
activities. To participate in team activities, all adults must also receive Risk 
Management clearance from the WSYSA Risk Management office. 
 
WHAT IS ROSTERING? 
Rostering is the act of assigning a registered player to a team (player’s team ID).  A 
player may be rostered in ONLY ONE association and to ONE team at any given 
time.  Registering the same player twice is not allowed.  A player will be considered 
registered to the team and Association that submits the registration information first.  
All players rostered to a team are bound to that team for the seasonal year, 
beginning September 1, unless properly transferred.   
 
WHAT IS A “YOUTH PLAYER”? 
The term “youth” applies to any amateur player who was born on or after August 1 of 
the year that he or she reaches age 19.  Players 19 years of age or older are 
considered “Adult” or “Amateur”.  A player signing professional papers is considered 
a “Professional”. 
 
WHAT IS PROOF OF AGE? 
Any player may be asked to provide proof of age to an Association or WSYSA 
Registrar.  Proof of age can be a birth certificate, driver’s license, a Uniformed 
Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 1173), birth registration issued 
by an appropriate government agency, board of health records, passport, alien 
registration card issued by the United States government, a certificate issued by the 
Immigration and Naturalization Service attesting to age or a certification of an 
American citizen born abroad issued by the appropriate government agency.   
 

Hospital, baptismal or religious certificates are n ot accepted forms of proof.  
 

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN THE RULES ARE VIOLATED? 
Any team that allows a player who is over age, who is not registered or who is 
improperly entered on the team’s roster to play will forfeit the game(s) in which that 
player takes part. 
 

DEADLINES 
 
The seasonal year is from September 1 through August 31, with the exception rules 
outlined in Washington State Youth League and Washington State Youth League 
Placement Tournament rules.   Deadlines have been established by WSYSA for the 
submission of rosters for teams.  Associations and leagues may set earlier deadlines 
to allow for processing and scheduling. 
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Roster Changes  – Deadlines for add/transfers or release of players and coaches on 
rosters are October 31 for fall and April 30 for spring.  To be accepted, registrars 
must complete all changes by these dates:

WHAT IS Open Season (Period)? 
Open Season is the period following the end of regular playing season prior to the 
start of a new seasonal year.  During the Open Season (Period), REGISTERED 
(non-released) players may try out for new or existing teams, play with their new 
team, or be a guest player in any tournament permitting such players.  If the player is 
rostered to a team participating in the US Youth Soccer Washington State 
Championships, Challenge Cup, Fred Meyer Commissioners’ Cup or the President’s 
Cup, the player’s Open Season will begin as soon as their team is eliminated from 
further competition in either tournament.  Players on teams who win the US Youth 
Soccer Washington State Championships are bound to their teams for Regional play. 
 
 
HOW DO I REPLACE A LOST MEMBERSHIP PASS 
Players and coaches are allowed one membership card per seasonal year.  If a card 
is lost, it can be replaced by the Association Registrar.   
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WHAT REGISTRATION INFORMATION DOES WSYSA REQUIRE FO R SPRING 
LEAGUES? 
Spring leagues are run by Districts and Associations during the WSYSA Open 
Season.  Players who registered for the previous fall season have paid WSYSA fees 
and are covered by insurance through August 31.  Since it is Open Period, WSYSA 
does not track player movement during this time.  WSYSA only requires player, 
coach and team information for those who were not registered for the previous fall 
season.  A team’s staff who registers for the first time in spring must also have valid 
Risk Management Acceptance numbers. 

 
COACH  
 

WHAT DOCUMENTS DOES EVERY COACH NEED TO BE REGISTER ED? 
To register adult personnel who wish to participate in team management, the 
Association Registrar should request: 
·  Written proof of legal name and date of birth (driver’s license or government ID). 
·  Submittal of Risk Management application to WSYSA Risk Management Office 
 
WHAT IS RISK MANAGEMENT? 
Risk Management is the process of identifying potential risks to and within our 
organization by creating and managing programs and procedures to protect our 
players, volunteers and associations.  All coaches, assistant coaches, trainers and 
team managers must be cleared through WSYSA Risk Management prior to 
commencing their duties with the team.   
 
HOW DOES A COACH OBTAIN AN RMA? 
To obtain an RMA, the coach logs on to their club or association website to register 
as a volunteer (coach, assistant coach, team manager, etc). Once a person 
registers, the SAM system automatically applies for an RMA number in their name.  
The individual will receive a confirmation email which will include their personal 
profile link; in which they may check the status of their RMA application.  Once 
approved; the individual will receive their RMA post card in the mail in about four to 
six weeks.  
 
HOW DOES A NON SAM COACH OBTAIN AN RMA? 
Type in the following link and complete information requested. 
http://www.wsysa.com/tabid/93/Default.aspx.  Click the submit button, you will 
receive your RMA post card in the mail in about four to six weeks. 
 
WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN A RISK MANAGEMENT CA RD AND 
COACH CARD? 
Risk Management Acceptance Cards are issued to all adults who have been cleared 
through the WSYSA Risk Management program, including the WSP background 
check. 
 
Coach Cards are membership passes issued to adults who have Risk Management 
Acceptance, registered and are rostered to specific teams within their association.  It 
is the Coach Card that the coach must provide to the Referee at each League or 
Tournament game. 
 
MY NAME IS SPELLED INCORRECTLY ON MY RISK MANAGEMEN T CARD – 
WHAT SHOULD I DO? 
If you received your Risk Management Card recently and there is an error in the 
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spelling of your name, please notify the Risk Management Specialist via email, 
indicating the change that needs to be made.  If the Risk Management Specialist 
requires additional information, you will be contacted.  Otherwise, you should receive 
a corrected card in the mail within three weeks of the request. 
 
HOW MANY TEAMS CAN I COACH? 
There are no rules pertaining to the number of teams a person may coach.  Adults 
can be added to and released from their teams, up to the seasonal deadlines 
outlined above.  

 
TEAM REGISTRATION 
 

WHAT CONSTITUTES A TEAM AND HOW DO I ESTABLISH A TE AM? 
A team is a recognized entity organized for the playing of soccer within WSYSA.  All 
teams other than those designated “small-sided” must have at least 11 players and 
no more than 18 age-appropriate players, with one coach, and up to three other 
adults, including assistant coaches, managers and/or trainers.  Teams designated as 
small-sided teams may have fewer than 11 players (based on applicable Association 
Rules) but not more than 18 players.  
 
WHAT ARE NON-AFFILIATED TEAMS? 
Non-affiliated teams are defined as teams not registered with WSYSA, not registered 
with another US Youth Soccer Association-acknowledged State Youth Association or 
a FIFA accredited foreign National Association.  
 
Non-affiliated teams include WIAA, NCAA, high school and community college 
soccer teams. 
 
WHAT HAPPENS IF MY TEAM SCRIMMAGES WITH A NON-AFFIL IATED TEAM? 
WSYSA registered teams shall not compete against non-affiliated teams and shall 
not participate in events involving non-affiliated teams. THIS RULE APPLIES TO 
ANY COMPETITION WITHIN OR OUTSIDE THE TERRITORY OF THE WSYSA.  
WSYSA insurance will not cover the event or the players involved. 
 
THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS INVOLVING PARTICIPATION IN LEAGUES 
OR TOURNAMENTS WITH NON-AFFILIATED TEAMS. 
 
Exceptions may be approved as follows: Single practice games or certain exhibition 
games (if clearly identified as not in conflict with the purposes and objectives of 
WSYSA and the good-of-the-game) may be played: 
·  If both teams reside within the area of one Member Association and the 

Association President has granted approval in writing. 
·  If both teams reside in different Associations of one District and the District 

Commissioner has granted approval in writing. 
·  If both teams reside in different Districts and the Vice-President of Competition 

has granted approval in writing. 
 
It is the responsibility of the team coach to assure compliance with this rule. WSYSA 
Insurance is not in effect in case of non-sanctioned play involving non-affiliated 
teams. WSYSA disclaims any responsibility and shall not be held liable for injury or 
other financial obligations resulting from events not in compliance with this rule. 
 
Penalties for violations of this rule may be invoked by the Executive Board in 
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accordance with guidelines approved by the Board of Directors.  The maximum 
penalty shall be suspension of the coach for one season. 

 
TRAVEL 
 

CAN A PLAYER PLAY ON AN OUT OF STATE TEAM?  
A player who wishes to try out for a team or play as a guest in a tournament on a 
team that is registered in another Region IV state must complete a Permission to 
Play in a Neighboring State form.  To participate in states outside of Region IV, a 
player must request in writing a WSYSA release letter. 
 
CAN A TEAM PARTICIPATE IN A TOURNAMENT IN CANADA? 
Yes.  Any team desiring to travel outside the United States, including Canada and 
Mexico, must submit a properly completed International Travel Application Packet.   
 
WHAT’S THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN A PERMISSION TO PLAY IN A 
NEIGHBORING STATE AND TRAVEL PAPERS? 
Unlike Travel Papers (Packets), A Permission to Play in a Neighboring State form 
does not sanction team travel to out of state tournaments.  It is used in the following 
circumstances: 

 
1. A team wishes to participate in league play or in friendly play in another state – 

permission is granted for the seasonal year. 
2. A player wishes to play on a team that participates in league play in another state 

– permission is granted for the seasonal year, including state tournament 
participation. 

3. A player wishes to try out and participate in another state’s Olympic Development 
Program (ODP), but the player may only try out in one state (per US YOUTH 
SOCCER Rule 203, Olympic Development). 

4. A player wishes to play as a guest in a tournament for a team that is registered in 
another state – permission is granted for the tournament only (per US YOUTH 
SOCCER Rule 201, Player Registration section 2(a)). 

 
ONCE A TRAVEL PACKET HAS BEEN SENT IN, CAN A TEAM A DD ANOTHER 
PLAYER?   
Yes.  Fill out a new Official Travel Roster that contains only the new coach’s or 
player’s information and signature.  This Roster must be approved by the appropriate 
association registrar, and then sent to WSYSA.  If less than seven days but more 
than 48 hours prior to travel, please submit appropriate late fees. 
 
CAN A TEAM INVITE “GUEST PLAYERS” DURING SUMMER TOUR NAMENTS?    
Because WSYSA players are in Open Season (Period) during the summer, all 
registered players can play for any age-appropriate team up through August 31 (the 
end of the seasonal year).  The “Guest Player” status only applies to players who 
wish to play in non-league games for teams other than the one they are rostered to 
during League Play.   
 

MEDICAL 
 

DOES WSYSA HAVE MEDICAL COVERAGE FOR PLAYERS INJURE D DURING 
A GAME? 
WSYSA provides secondary insurance coverage for a player injured in a sanctioned 
WSYSA event.  For more detailed information, please refer to www.wsysa.com. 
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CAN A PLAYER PARTICIPATE IF THEY’RE WEARING A PROTE CTIVE OR 
PROSTHETIC DEVICE? 
A player may be allowed to participate in WSYSA sanctioned events with a 
protective or prosthetic device provided the referee determines that the device 
conforms to Law 4 of the FIFA Laws of the Game.   
 
The referee has the final authority regarding this player’s eligibility to participate in 
each game, with or without the protective/prosthetic device.  If the referee denies the 
right to play soccer with the device, the player must not be allowed to play.  The 
player/team does not have the right to protest the game if the referee does not allow 
the player to play. 

 
PROGRAMS 
 

WHAT IS TOPSoccer? 
The Outreach Program for Soccer, TOPSoccer (TOPS) is a program initiative of US 
Youth Soccer adopted by the WSYSA Board of Directors. It is the official WSYSA 
program for young athletes with disabilities. 
 
TOPSoccer is designed to serve youth soccer players in the same local clubs and 
associations as their non-disabled peers. By providing a community based training 
and development program for young people with disabilities, organized by local 
Member Associations and youth soccer clubs, a broader spectrum of players will 
have the opportunity to learn and play soccer and become valued and successful 
members of the WSYSA family.  
 
The emphasis of TOPSoccer is on development, training and meaningful 
involvement rather than on competition. The goal is to enable the many young 
athletes with disabilities to develop their physical fitness, technical skill, courage and 
self-esteem, through the joy and excitement of playing soccer. 
 
The WSYSA TOPSoccer Committee Director is involved with each program started 
by a WSYSA member. The TOPS Director supports each program in its creation, 
development, compliance with safety concerns, registration, coaching, enlistment of 
supporting resources and adaptations of modified playing rules. The Director 
supplies a program guide, a coach’s guide and an inventory of community resources 
and provides a written notice of all TOPS programs to the WSYSA VP of Recreation 
and the WSYSA office. 
 
WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE? 
WSYSA TOPSoccer is open to children between the ages of five to nineteen with 
physical, mental, or emotional disabilities, who have properly completed TOPS 
registration and are in compliance with WSYSA Rules 204.8 (Player Registration), 
Rule 207 (Insurance) and Rule 301.5 (Player’s Equipment).   
 
An exception is for athletes with Down’s syndrome, who are required to have a 
current x-ray. For their safety, if the x-ray is positive, they may participate in 
individual skills only. 
 
WHAT ARE THE LEVELS OF PARTICIPATION?  
There are varied types and levels of participation to meet the needs of children who 
wish to participate at their level of ability. The unique aspect of TOPSoccer is that 
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each local program is different and is created around the needs of the participants.  
Typical programs could include: 
 
Level 1:  Skills only: one-time clinics and/or ongoing specialized training for 
participants who, due to physical limitations or differing levels of function, cannot 
participate in adaptive/modified games.

WHAT IS SOCCER STARTS? 
Soccer Starts is designed to introduce the sport of soccer to youngsters living in 
communities not yet served by existing clubs.  Its focus is to make soccer available 
to lower-income children in under served communities.  By providing soccer training 
and administrative support the goals of Soccer Starts are to: 

1. Increase participant’s self-esteem through participation in organized and     
supportive programs of team activities. 

2. To build positive social and life skills.  
3. To provide important exercise and increase awareness of one’s own health 

through sports. 
4. To provide the player’s with positive, cooperative and enjoyable after school 

and spare time activities. 
 
Soccer Starts is open to all players who meet the US Youth Soccer age 
requirements.  
 
WHAT IS THE PDL? 
The Player Development League was established by the WSYSA District 
Commissioners to provide an opportunity for “like vs. like” teams to compete in a 
more competitive league while allowing an opportunity to develop players.  The PDL 
girls and boys in the U-11 to U-14 age group.  For additional information contact your 
District Commissioner. 
 
WHAT IS THE CYL? 
The Inter-District Commissioners’ Youth League (CYL) was established by the 
WSYSA District Commissioners to provide an environment under which the 
development of youth soccer players is maximized.  The CYL is open to boys and 
girls in the U-14 through U-16 age group.  For additional information contact your 
District Commissioner. 
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GUEST PLAYER FORM 
A player may participate as a guest player on another team for non-league or non-
tournament play with the permission of the player’s coach.  A player is considered a 
guest player if they are currently registered to a team still actively competing in league or 
state tournament play.  All other players are considered in OPEN SEASON.  Open 
Season players do not need Guest Player forms to pa rticipate in summer 
tournaments .

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PERMISSION TO PLAY IN NEIGHBORING STATE FORM 
The Permission to Play in a Neighboring State form is a Region IV document that is 
used by players who wish to play soccer, other than in a tournament,  in another state 
within Region IV.  This form would be used in the following circumstances:. 

·  A player wishes to play on a team that participates in league play in another state 
–permission is granted for the seasonal year, including Tournament participation. 

·  A player wishes to try out and participate in another state’s Olympic Development 
Program (ODP), but the player may only try out in one state 

·  A player wishes to play as a guest in a tournament for a team that is registered in 
another state – permission is granted for the tournament only 

 
Any player that seeks an interstate release must first be registered to WSYSA and pay 
appropriate fees for the current seasonal year prior to their release. Releases are for the 

entire seasonal year.   
 
A player may seek a release for more than 
one level of participation.  Select the level that 
is applicable by checking the appropriate box.   
 
A player may only tryout for one ODP 
program; therefore if a player is release to 
another state’s ODP tryout—they are not 
eligible to tryout in Washington.  
 
 
 
 

A player is only eligible to participate on ONE state cup team per seasonal year.    The 
Association Registrar signature guarantes that the player is properly registered in the 

state and the 
information on the 
form is accurate.   
 

Be sure to include the expiration date on the bottom of the form. 
 
In all cases, the completed form is submitted to WSYSA for approval.  Once approved, 
the form is sent to the neighboring state, where the team will be playing, for their 

approval.  To be 
approved, BOTH 
State Association 
Presidents must 
approve the 
document.  In all 
circumstances, the 
approved 
Permission to Play 

in a Neighboring State form must be on file in the WSYSA office before the player is 
cleared to participate.   Players are not eligible to participate until the release is 
approved by both states. 
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US MEMBERSHIP PASSES 
Every player, coach, assistant coach or team manager should have a US Youth Soccer 
Membership pass to participate in any league or tournaments within WSYSA.  This pass 
must be presented to the Referee at the beginning of each league.  
 
INTERNATIONAL CLEARANCE WAIVER FORM  
Any player who comes to the United States on or after the player’s 12th birthday must 
request and receive an international clearance from the United States Soccer Federation 
if they wish to play soccer.  This applies to US citizens and non-citizens.  If a player has 
lived in another country and enters the United States before turning age 12, International 
Clearance Waiver Form is not required.   
 

 
Complete the form in is entirety.  The player 
will qualify for a waiver if:  

·  The player answers NO to all four 
questions. 

·  They are not coming to the US to 
participate in a tournament or 
friendly game. 

·  They intend on returning to their 
native country.   

 
If a player answers yes to any of the four 
questions; they must complete the 
International Clearance Request form.
